which will take place in “Juan de la Barrera” sports venue in Mexico City (D.F.), from Friday July 30 to Sunday August 1st, 2010.

The Pan American Congress will be held on the evening of July 30, 2010.

In the afternoon of Friday July 30, a refreshers workshop will be held with obligatory attendance for all acting referees.

JJPAU Referee Committee will call for registration at a Continental Referee Course, to be held July 28-30, 2010, with optional examination for Continental B and A Referee licenses.
CATEGORIES:

Fighting Men: -55kg, -62kg, -69kg, -77kg, -85kg, -94kg, and +94kg.

Fighting Women: -55kg, -62 kg, -70kg, and + 70kg.

Duo System: Men, Women, Mixed

FEES:

The participation fee will be $US 50.00 (Fifty American Dollars) per competitor.

REFEREES AND COMPETITION RULES: 

All participating countries are asked to provide 2 referees, preferably Continental licensed, or National licensed. The Competition Rules to be followed are the official JJIF Competition Rules for Fighting and Duo System (Version 1.0, enforced in January 2007). 

RANKING:

Participation at and the results of the “Campeonato Bicentenario México 2010” will add points within the JJIF Ranking System for athletes.
AWARDS:

Medals will be awarded for 1st, 2nd and 3rd places of each division. A Pan American Trophy will be awarded to the Country with the highest number of gold, silver and bronze medals, respectively.

FLAGS AND HYMNS:

Each country represented at the event will bring one flag of smaller size for presentation at the Opening Ceremony, and one flag of bigger size for exposure at the competition site.  Also, a short version of the national hymn will need to be provided.

MEDICAL SERVICES:
During the event, the Federación Mexicana de Jiu Jitsu, A.C., will provide Medical Emergency Services to all registered participants. If further medical attention is needed, as a result of accidents or illness, including hospitalization, specialized interventions, treatments and medication, the Country/National Member represented by the athlete involved, will be fully responsible for the resulting expenses. All National Federations will thus free the Ju Jitsu Pan American Union and the Federación Mexicana de Jiu Jitsu, A.C., from any responsibility related to accidents and other circumstances occurring during the event and preliminary training sessions.
